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HORSING AROUND

What is a hand?
In tack room terms, a 
hand
 is the unit used to measure horse height. One hand equals four inches; thus, a horse that stands 15 hands tall is 60 inches, or 5 feet, tall at the wither
.
What does confirmation mean?
The overall structure of the horse is known as its 
conformation
. Few horses, if any, have perfect conformation. What is considered good conformation depends a great deal on what you plan to do with your horse.
What is groundwork?
Groundwork
 is teaching your horse at the end of a lead rope. Many of the things you teach him in groundwork are transferable to the saddle.
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
